An Act to centralise and vest in the Govexnor General in Council

the control over certain operations relating to. dangerous
drugs and to increase and xender uniform throughout British
India the penalties for offences relating to such operations.

WHEREAS India participated in the Second International
- Opium Conference, which was convoked in accordance
with the resolution of the Assembly of the League of Nations
dated the R7th day of September, 1923, met at Geneva on the
17th day of November, 1924, and on the 19th day of February,
1925, adopted the Convention relating to Dangerous Drugs
(hereinafter referred to as the (Geneva Convention);

Axp wrereas India was a State signatory to the said
- Geneva Convention;

Anp wuereas the Contracting Parties to the said Geneva
-Convention resolved to take further measures to suppress the
_ . -contraband traffic in and abuse of Dangerous Drugs, especially

. those derived from opium, Indian hemp and coca leaf, such

‘measures being more particularly set forth in the Articles of
" the said Geneva Convention;

 Axp* wuEereas for the effective carrying out of the said

meagures it is expedient that the control of certain operations

relating to Dangerous Drugs should be centralised and vested

in the Governor (teneral in Council;

AND WHEREAS it i also expedient that the penalties for
" certain offences relating to Dangerous Drugs should be in-

creased, and that all penalties relating to certain operatlons‘

should be rendered uniform throughout British India;
